
I was blessed to grow up in the multiethnic core of a 
large city. Some of you may have also had a similar 
inner-city experience as a child. When my father 
grew up in our neighborhood it was predominantly 
francophone – French-speaking. Over the years it 
transformed and became known as “Little Italy.” 
Today, it has a well-established Asian population 
and has been officially designated as Chinatown. 
The neighborhood is complete with a traditional 
paifang, or royal gate, welcoming visitors to this 
friendly enclave.


Throughout those passing years, and 
despite the changing designations 
assigned to this part of the city, we also 
had kids in class with us from Laos to 
Lebanon, from India to Israel – and more. 
It was a wonderful mix of folks from all 
around the globe. Today, more than ever, 
the school down the street from where you live 
likely looks like this also. 


As kids, we picked up words and phrases from our 
friends at the lunch table at school each day and 
they in turn became more proficient at English. I 
found myself doing the same thing with my 
roommate at Concordia, Ann Arbor, who was from 
Iran (before the revolution) and who spoke Farsi.


It is nothing short of remarkable to discover all of the 
people from a variety of different language groups 
that are right in our midst. What’s even more amazing 
is hearing how our congregations have been 
reaching out to their neighbors in love and seeking to 
share the Good News with each of them.  There are 
three such congregations from our English District 
mentioned in this newsletter and there are more. 
Discover how you and your congregation can take 
part in this exciting venture.


In some ways, all of this gives us a 
glimpse of what’s to come. As John 
reports, “After this I looked and there 
before me was a great multitude that no 
one could count, from every nation, tribe, 
people and language, standing before the 
throne and in front of the Lamb” 
(Revelation 7:9 NIV84).


Sharing the Gospel may feel difficult at times. It’s 
even more challenging when the one with whom we 
want to share the Good News of our Savior’s love is 
still learning English. Thankfully, we are blessed with 
some of the very best resources ever available to 
make this joyful task easier. Consider what language 
groups are in your midst and how you might share 
with them the Good News of our salvation in Christ.  
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“Twenty-three years ago a tall, dark Sudanese man 
walked into my office and asked for help.   The help 
wasn’t for himself but for his family and tribe (Nuer) 
that was, at that time, in a refugee camp in Ethiopia.  
Our congregation considered his request and sent a 
small group (5) of our members to Ethiopia with him to 
deliver much needed aid to the camp.   During this 
project his family and tribe began to visit our 
congregation.   Many of them were already followers of 
Jesus from the Presbyterian denomination in Sudan.  


We began teaching 
t h e m f r o m t h e 
L u t h e r ’ s S m a l l 
Catechism so that 
they could commune 
with us and become 
part of our fellowship.  
Soon they asked if 
they could hold a 
worship service in 
their own language of 
N u e r .   S u n d a y 
a f t e r n o o n s w e r e 
a v a i l a b l e a t o u r 
church and so we 
began training some 
men to lead worship.  

These men began going to the seminary in                    
St. Catharines (about 90 minutes away from our congregation) 
and St. Louis (through the EIIT program). Within a decade four of 
the men were ordained Lutheran pastors and had spread out 
over southwestern Ontario to serve the Sudanese people 
(speaking Nuer) in Windsor, Kitchener, Hamilton, and 
Mississauga. Small congregations of Nuer-speaking Lutherans 
are now worshipping all over the province of Ontario.  


This was God’s work.  All we did was invite them in and 
encourage them to be catechized and join our fellowship.   God 
sent them to us, and we are grateful for their fellowship in 
Christ.   I have the pleasure of working side by side with Pastor 
Philip Gai every day.   Philip graduated from St. Louis about 5 
years ago and was ordained here at our congregation.  Philip is 
fluent in at least four languages including Nuer, Dinka, Arabic, 
and English.   He is a faithful and devoted Lutheran Pastor that 
leads our Nuer congregation at St. Marks in worship every 
Sunday afternoon. I can’t imagine life and ministry without him.”

For 2023-2024 one of the Dollar for Missions recipients will be 
Nuer Language Fellowship. For more than 10 years, the Nuer-
speaking fellowship has called St. Mark Lutheran Church their 
home. Many parents are confirmed members of this church, and 
many children have been baptized and confirmed here.


Worship at the Church of   
St. Luke-Lutheran in 
Toronto, Ontario takes 
place each week in English 
and in Farsi. However, their 
o u t r e a c h i n t o t h e 
community brings them 
into contact with even 
more language groups.


Commenting on their multi-lingual 
mission Pastor Laughridge notes, “One 
of our favorite times is during a 
Christmas Eve service when we may at 
times sing Silent Night in 6-7 languages. 
That, if that song resounds in Heaven, is 
what I pray and I know that it sounds 
like.” With a thankful heart he added, 
“God reveals the unity that we have in 
Him when we worship as a people of 
many tribes, nations, and languages. 
We can see and we can hear ways that 
we are uniquely created, while also 
rejoicing that we are universally loved 
by this one God who has drawn each of 
us to Himself.”

Mar t in Lu the r Chape l , i n  
Pennsauken, New Jersey, has a 
number of outreach projects 
underway as they reach out to 
their neighbors who speak a 
number of different languages.  


Marie Simon, who leads this exciting work, 
shares that the congregation has been 
seeking ways to reach out to the Vietnamese 
community in their midst.  This has included 
obtaining children’s books in their language. 


They have created a flyer in Spanish, for their 
Spanish-speaking neighbors, with a QR code 
that allows the user to go to the Lutheran 
Hour Ministries’ Spanish page. 


In addition, they have printed and shared a 
book in Creole for a member. “He was very 
happy with it and smiled as he read some of it 
to me. He then looked at me and said, ‘Good 
Book’ … We just need to have more of the 
Creole books printed and bound, which one 
of the members of the congregation has 
graciously offered to do for free.”



We are blessed with excellent resources in a variety 
of languages. We have pastors and congregations 
reaching out to many different groups right now 
who can share what they are doing that is effective. 
As it’s noted on the History page of our English 
District website we “minister in 29 different 
languages including: French, Spanish, Chinese, 
Korean, Tigrian, Urdu, Amharic, Nuer, and Sign.”

Our own Concordia Publishing 
House has an extensive collection of 
Spanish resources, including books, 
Sunday School materials, music and 
more. Luther’s Small Catechism is 
also available in Vietnamese.


The Wisconsin Synod’s Northwestern Publishing 
House also has a remarkable number of free 
downloadable tracts in Spanish. Their Multi-
Language Productions page is also worth a look. It 
has free downloadable resources in over                
50  languages from Afar Oromo to Yakut.


The popular Project Connect series 
from Lutheran Hour Ministries has a 
number of their booklets available in 
Spanish.  Audio files in Spanish are also 
available for many of these booklets.

Project’s daily devotion, La Palabra del

podcast hosted by Rev. Luciano Vega-
Ayala and Deaconess Noemi Guerra.  

The Cristo Para Todas Las Naciones app 
is available free of charge for Apple, 
Google and Kindle.  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The Lutheran Laymen’s 
League of Canada has 
a number of excellent 
resources for reaching 
out to French Canadian 
families. This includes 
audio resources on their website Lumière sur le 
chemin as well as Advent and Lenten devotions. 
PDF copies of Project Connect booklets are available 
in French through the Lutheran Laymen’s League of 
Canada. Physical booklets can be ordered on a print 
to order basis.

Faith Comes By Hearing provides free 
mp3 audio downloads of the New 
Testament.

“The K-W Foundation for 
Lutheran Education has been 
funding production of the 
Children's Christian Education 
program Viens Et Vois Jésus (an 
adaptation of Lutheran Church of Australia's 
Come And See Jesus series). A grant from 
KWFLE has allowed the translation and 
adaptation of weekly lectionary based handouts 
based on the Lutheran Laymen’s League of 
Canada children's pages to complement the new 
program’s lessons. In addition to being used in 
Canada, they are being distributed to rapidly 
growing Lutheran churches throughout 
francophone Africa as well as in Haiti and in the 
Malagasy Lutheran Church.”
